Day 1 - Train

Journey from Pune:

Guests will assemble at Pune Railway

Station in the early morning and meet

the tour manager. After a brief

introduction, the group will board the

train at 04:00 AM and begin the

journey towards North India.



Upon reaching Delhi at 6:45 am, board the

bus to embark on a journey to the divine

town of Haridwar, renowned as the gateway

to Char Dham. Check-in at the hotel. After

refreshing yourself, our tour managers will

provide a briefing about Haridwar. You will

have free time to explore 'Chandi Devi' and

'Mansa Devi' temples, take a holy dip in the

Ganges, and join our group for the

mesmerizing Ganga Aarti at Hari-ki-Pauri

during sunset. Conclude the day with dinner

and stay at the hotel in Haridwar.

Day 3 - Barkot 

Journey to Barkot 

Morning after breakfast, drive to Barkot

via Mussoorie. En route visit Kempty

Falls. Lunch stop at Kempty Falls

(recommended). Later continue the

drive to Barkot. Check in to the hotel.

Overnight stay at Barkot.



Day 4 - Yamounotri 

Journey to Yamounotri 

Early morning, drive to

Jankichatti/Phoolchatti. Start the 6 km

trek to Yamunotri (by foot / horse / doli

at own cost). On arrival, take a holy dip

at Jamunabai Kund, offer prayers at

Divya Shila, and have Darshan of

Yamunaji. Trek back to Jankichatti and

drive to Barkot. Overnight stay at

Barkot.



Drive to Uttarkashi. On arrival, check in

to the hotel. In the evening, visit the

sacred Vishwanath Temple and Shakti

Temple, located in the heart of the

town. Uttarkashi is situated on the

banks of the River Ganga and is an

important religious centre dedicated to

Lord Shiva. Overnight stay at

Uttarkashi.

Day 5 - Uttarkashi 

Journey to Uttarkashi 



Proceed to Gangotri (3,048 m). En

route, enjoy the scenic beauty of Harsil

village, the Bhagirathi River, and

magnificent views of the Himalayan

ranges. On arrival, visit Gangotri

Temple for darshan and see the

Submerged Shivling and Kedar Ganga

Sangam. Later, return to Uttarkashi.

Overnight stay at Uttarkashi.

Day 6 - Gangotri 

Journey to Gangotri 



Drive to Guptkashi via Moolgarh and

Lambgoat. En route, enjoy views of the

Mandakini River at Tilwara and visit the

sacred Guptkashi Temple. After

darshan, continue the drive to Sitapur

and check in to the hotel. Overnight

stay at Sitapur.

Day 8 - Kedarnath 

Trek to Holy Kedarnath 

In the early morning, proceed to Gaurikund,

which is 2 hours away from our hotel. You

have four options to reach Kedarnath:

trekking (approx. 10 hours), horse ride

(approx. 5 hours), pittu (approx. 7 hours), or a

helicopter ride (approx. 5 minutes). 

After reaching Kedarnath, take part in the

holy darshan and attend the evening aarti

with the group. Explore the 'Adi

Shankaracharya Samadhi' and 'Bhimbheela',

situated behind the temple. Conclude the day

with a wholesome dinner and overnight stay

at the Kedarnath in the abode of Lord Shiva.



Day 9 - Guptakashi 

Trek Down | Guptakashi 

Let's come together to chant "Om Namah

Shivay" near the temple, as this sacred chant

imbues our souls with purity and spiritual

energy. For those interested, there will be an

opportunity to trek towards the 'Kalbhairav

temple', which is a 20-minute hike from the

Kedarnath temple.

Following breakfast, we will commence our

descent from Kedarnath. Our bus will

transport us back to the hotel in Guptakashi.

Conclude the day with a delightful dinner

and stay at the Guptakashi hotel.



Day 10 - Joshimath 

Journey to Joshimath 

After an early breakfast at the Guptakashi

hotel, we will set off for our next Dham,

Badrinath. En route, we will stop to witness

another river confluences at 'Karnaprayag'

and 'Nandprayag', adding to the natural

beauty of our journey.

Arriving in Joshimath, the evening is free. You

may explore the nearby market for shopping

or visit the 'Narsimha Temple' in Joshimath.

Join for a fun-filled games party by our tour

managers, where you stand a chance to win

exciting prizes. End the day with delicious

dinner and stay at the hotel in Joshimath.



Day 11 - Joshimath 

Holy Darshan of Badrinath 

Proceed to Badrinath by our bus & take the

holy darshan of Lord Vishnu. Badrinath holds

a prominent position among India's major

Dhams.

Later, proceed to India's first village, Mana.

Here, we will visit 'Bheem Pul', a bridge

associated with the Pandavas' ascent to

heaven, and also explore 'Vyas Gufa', where

Sage Vyas dictated the Mahabharata to Lord

Ganesha.

Return to Joshimath. If time permits, you may

opt to visit Auli by hiring a taxi on your own.

Dinner & overnight stay at Joshimath.



Day 12 - Rishikesh 

Journey to Rishikesh - Haridwar 
After enjoying breakfast at the hotel in

Joshimath, we will check out and embark on

our journey to Rishikesh. The mountainous

route is incredibly scenic, offering

picturesque views along the way.

During our journey, we will make a halt to

visit the 'Dhari Devi Temple', revered as the

protector of the Char Dhams, situated on the

banks of the River Alaknanda.

Anticipate reaching Haridwar by late

evening, where we will enjoy a delightful

dinner and settle in for a comfortable stay at

either a hotel or camp in Haridwar.



Day 13 - Haridwar 

Haridwar to Delhi

After breakfast, check out from the hotel and
drive to Delhi Railway Station. Arrive in time to
board the train at 03:15 PM for the onward
journey. The tour concludes with pleasant
memories.

Day 14- Pune

Q. I am a single person. Can I join this
yatra?
A. Anyone can join this yatra. We will find
a room partner for you. (of same gender).

Q. What are other expenses on this
yatra? 
A. We have already mentioned inclusions
and exclusions, however - train meals,
lunches, cable car ticket for Mansa Devi &
Chandi Devi with internal car, Sharing car
between Sonprayag and Gaurikund,
private taxi for Auli (if interested), Chair
Car ticket at Auli (if interested), private
auto rickshaw for Triveni Ghat (If can not
walk) & for Ram Jhula and other minor
expenses are not included.

Q. How will be the weather in Oct?

A. It's wintertime. Expect 4°C to -8°C at
Kedarnath & pleasant weather at the rest
of the places.



Q. I want to book a helicopter ride to
Kedarnath. What's the procedure? 

A. Helicopter tickets are very tough to
obtain through IRCTC. Some middlemen
charge extremely high for helicopter rides.
Even if you get the tickets, flying probably
is less than 33% due to dynamic weather
in Kedar Valley. It's advisable to hire a
pony for Kedarnath.

Q. What are the pony charges? 

A. Government-approved rates are
Onward ₹3200 & return ₹2000. However,
it depends on demand and supply. 

Q. How much would deduct if I opt for a
flight? And where should I/we meet?

A. ₹600 per person per way would be
deducted if you opt for a flight ticket. We
can help you to book the flights. You'll
have to meet us at Delhi railway station.



Q. Can I send my parents on this yatra?

A. Kedarnath yatra is only suitable for
people between 14 years to 70 years old.
If you are planning to send your parents,
we recommend you to come to this yatra
along with them. Kids below 14 are not
suggested for this yatra.

Q. I want to do bungy jumping. Process?

A. It is advisable to book bungy jumping
well in advance. We have good contacts
at Jumpin Heights. You may book with us.
We will share the process over the phone.

Q. Will there be any refund if I don't opt
for river rafting?

A. If you don't avail river rafting or in any
mentioned inclusions, we don't give a
refund. 



Q. I am from other part of India. How
can I join the yatra?

A. We welcome the guests from all the
corners of India. We will make
arrangements from your home city. Get in
touch with our travel consultant.

Q. What happens after my booking is
done?
You will get a confirmation. Additionally,
we will send you an instruction file
containing essential details about your
journey, such as a list of items to carry,
etc. Our tour managers will give a pre-
departure call 5-10 days before
departure. A WhatsApp group will be
created at the time.
